Calcium Carbonate gives cleaning power to help remove stains and plaque, as well as polish teeth.  Provides enough abrasion to remove plaque and stains, but will not damage tooth enamel. 
Decyl Glucoside* is a mild cleanser that creates a foam to trap the O2xy™ on the gums and teeth long enough to provide the antimicrobial / anti-inflammatory action. 
Mentha piperta (Peppermint) Essential Oil* starts with fresh, organic mint leaves that are put through a triple distillation process especially for Chaé Organics. Low RDA Benefits

A common problem associated with toothpastes is tooth sensitivity.  Sensitive teeth produce pain or discomfort when exposed to hot or cold foods, liquids, and sweets.  Baking soda (found in some toothpastes), as well as highly salted foods will also cause discomfort in people with sensitive teeth.  Teeth become sensitive when tooth enamel is worn away, exposing the underlying permeable tooth layer, known as dentin.  Many toothpastes are too abrasive and actually strip away tooth enamel, which never grows back.  In fact, the first thing dentists will do for patients suffering from sensitive teeth is have them switch to a less abrasive toothpaste.  A toothpaste's abrasiveness is measured by its Relative Dentin Abrasivity (RDA).  The table at right shows the RDA of some common toothpastes, including the low RDA of the Chaé Organics’ formula. 
The structure of tooth enamel is actually a fine matrix of tubules conveying nutrients between the outside and the inside of the tooth.
