The average person is exposed to over 200 chemicals before they leave their bathroom each morning from ingredients in soaps, shampoos, conditioners, body lotions, deodorants, toothpastes, perfumes, etc.  The point of contact for many of these chemicals and harmful synthetic ingredients is the skin - your body’s largest organ. The result of using these chemicals is that people feel tired, experience foggy thinking, increased inflammation and pain, and even depression due to toxicity.

Research has shown traces of these toxins are stored in the brain, liver, heart, and kidneys.  The biggest problems occur when these ingredients are repeatedly applied over an extended period of time, which is the nature of personal and skin care products.

According to the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health, 884 chemicals and synthetic ingredients commonly found in personal care and cosmetic products are toxic and known as irritants, allergens, or carcinogens. While they are not prohibited (or even restricted) for use in personal and skin care in the United States, health concerns in countries like Canada, the European Union, and Japan, stimulated laws to ban many of these ingredients.  

Age Accelerators/Toxic Chemicals to Avoid In the Shower

Aging is not just the way we look; it’s the degenerative diseases which prematurely change our life.  With consistent exposure these chemicals pose serious problems: 

· PEG (Polyethylene glycol):  PEGs are in personal care, baby care and skin care.  It is made by ethoxylating Propylene Glycol and gives off dangerous levels of dioxin as a by-product.

· Sodium Lauryl Sulfate (SLS) and Sodium Laureth Sulfate (SLES): Used in industrial cleansers and 90% of personal-care products that foam. Studies show regular exposure to SLS led to eye damage, depression, labored breathing, diarrhea, severe skin irritation and even death.  Quickly penetrates and remains in body (heart, brain, kidneys, liver and lungs) up to seven days.

· Fragrances:  Can indicate the presence of up to 4,000 separate ingredients including phthalates, many toxic, hormone disturbing and carcinogenic. There is evidence of human neurotoxicity with over 934 studies in PubMed science library regarding the toxicity of all synthetic fragrances.
